Week Six:  Putting It All Together 

Before the study, take the old, crusty chair and paint it a clean white (redemption). Then have students take multi-colored paints and paint onto the chair any words, colors or other symbols that they remember from the study and that struck them. Ask them simply to "redeem" the chair by bringing meaning and value to it. Make this an enjoyable time. 

Keep the chair in a visible place in the future—either in a residence hall lounge or in your living room. Make sure you value the chair too!
