We have set three goals for Jubilee this year to improve upon last year:  1) increase GCC attendance from 23 to 60, 2) provide a bus at no extra cost to students in place of carpooling, and 3) encourage more male attendance.  We believe strongly in this event as a lifelong investment in developing student leadership and Christian authenticity, and hope that we can spread this vision and bring others on board.
